Please could you list the
total number of recorded attacks, broken down by year and by type of
attack e.g. malware, denial-of-service’ phishing etc.

Please detail whether any of these attacks were successful or blocked.

We do not hold the information that you have requested. We share office
space with the Ministry of Justice (Mo]), and this arrangement includes a
segmented area of the Mo] IT network. Cyber-attacks which target the
network are not separately identified as specifically targeting either the Mo],
OBR or any other organisation that uses the network. The Mo] may hold
information relevant to your request, with regard to the security of the
wider network. Prior to September 2016 we shared office space with the
Attorney General’s office in a similar arrangement. Again, they may
therefore hold the information that you have requested.
